TOWN CRIER  

TO THE CITIZENS OF 
CAPE CARTERET 

 In 2007, when I was 
going door to door campaign-
ing, I asked everyone if there 
were any issues that needed to 
be addressed by the Town.  
One response I received from 
a number of people had to do 
with postal problems. 

 After I was elected, I 
mentioned this issue in town 
hall and was given a file that 
had accumulated through 
three previous mayors.  A 
number of problems that had 
occurred, both residentially 
and in businesses, were docu-
mented. 

 The U.S. Postal Ser-
viceôs development of the zip 
code system was such a boon 
that over time all government 
bodies and all businesses in 
the United States began using 
the system to locate whoever 
or whatever they needed. 

    This was a good 
and progressive thing to do, 
but with everything new, 
some problems do eventually 
surface.  For instance, we are 
ñlistedò as being in Onslow 
County, and this provides 
opportunity for error with 
numerous tax collections, 
insurance ratings, calls for jury 
duty, and many other per-
sonal items.  As an example of 
how it affects government, 
Carteret County has discov-
ered that funds from Sales 

Tax distribution from the State 
are being sent to Onslow 
County and Swansboro, rather 
than Carteret County and Ce-
dar Point, Cape Carteret and 
Peletier. 

 Historically, the past 
mayors of Cape Carteret have 
attempted to get a post office in 
town.  Unfortunately, the 
Postal System is not building or 
leasing any new post offices, 
and they are actually consolidat-
ing and closing smaller post 
offices. 

 Inasmuch as our prob-
lem is a zip code problem, we 
donôt actually need a new post 
office.  We have suggested two 
possible solutions to the Postal 
District Manager in Charlotte.  
One is to add a zip code, with 
one number different, to the 
Swansboro Post Office and 
have it listed as a Carteret 
County zip code.  The second 
suggestion is to switch us to the 
Emerald Isle Post Office (a Car-
teret County zip code), and 
have our current mail carriers 
pick up their mail from there 
rather than Swansboro to make 
their deliveries. 

 The current situation 
is that the District Manager is 
sending someone to our area in 
March to check out possible 
solutions and to see how many 
people actually want something 
done.  I will pass this informa-
tion on to Cedar Point, Peletier 

and Bogue. 

 Of course, if we do 
get something done with a 
zip code change, it will be a 
slight, one-time inconven-
ience for all residents having 
to notify their correspon-
dents.  The ultimate ques-
tion is: do we as individuals 
have any problems, and if 
not, are we willing to help 
those who do? 

 In the newsletter 
you will find a question-
naire.  It is VERY IMPOR-
TANT  that you drop it off 
or mail it to town hall.  We 
need to prove that the resi-
dents WANT a separate zip 
code for Cape Carteret.

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 The Cape Carteret 
Police Department is launching 
a new Community Information 
Service designed to deliver im-
portant and timely information 
to our residents using the latest 
technology. The service, called 
Nixle allows the department to 
send text messages and emails 
to residents to alert them of 
things going on in the Town. 
Examples of the type of mes-
sages we will be sending out are 
crimes or scams occurring that 
all residents should know about 
and take precautions from, 
missing children (or adults), 
severe weather advisories, dan-
gerous situations and commu-
nity information.  

  In order to take ad-
vantage of this service, which is 

completely free, you will need to 
go to Nixleôs website at 
www.nixle.com and register 
your account. Once registered, 
you can log on at anytime and 
view messages/advisories we 
have put out on the site. If you 
desire, you can register your cell 
phone number and/or email 
address to receive instant text 
messages and emails. When we 
send out messages, we will send 
out a short version (one to two 
sentences) that will be sent as a 
text message to cell phones and 
a full version that will be sent as 
an email and also posted on the 
site. You decide in your 
registration process how you 
want to receive the informa-
tion, i.e. text messages, 
emails or simply logging 

onto the site to view. You can 
also go back at anytime and 
add to or delete the methods 
you are using. The site will 
also allow us to include pic-
tures if we are posting about a 
missing or wanted person. 

  I am very excited 
about this new technology and 
feel that it has the potential to 
be a great benefit to both the 
police department and the 
community. I encourage all 
residents to take advantage of 
this unique opportunity for us 
to serve you better.

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The U.S Census Bureau is seek-
ing qualified applicants to fill 
jobs in Cape Carteret and west-
ern Carteret County to work in 
the 2010 Census.   These tem-
porary positions are for census 
takers, who will go door-to-door 
beginning in early May to visit 
households that have not re-
turned the census question-
naire.  Some hiring will begin in 
January, but most hiring is set 
for March and April 2010. 

Job-seekers can call toll-free, 1-
866-861-2010, for application 
instructions and information 
about jobs and when applica-
tions and testing will be con-
ducted in Cape Carteret or they 
can go online to 
www.2010censusjobs.gov. 

Applicants must be a U.S. citi-
zen or have a U.S. permanent 
residency card (green card), age 
18 and older, have a valid Social 
Security number, and pass a 
basic skills test.  Most jobs re-
quire a driverôs license and use 
of a car.  The full-time and part-
time census jobs allow flexible 
schedules and close-to-home 
employment.  Competitive pay 
for census takers in Carteret 
County is $11.00 an hour and 
personal vehicle expenses are 
reimbursed. 

These important jobs offer at-
tractive pay, flexibility and on-
the-job training. People can 
work in their communities, for 
their communities.  Census jobs 
count in many ways.  Census 

results are used to determine 
the number of congressional 
seats for each state, the shape 
of legislative districts and local 
government districts, and how 
more than $400 billion in 
federal funds is distributed 
annually to communities 
across the country for such 
local initiatives as schools, 
libraries, roads, public trans-
portation, health-care pro-
grams and job training. April 
1, 2010 is Census Day. All 
2010 Census responses should 
represent the household as it 
exists on this day. 

QUESTION:  Does reevaluation raise or lower my taxes? 
ANSWER:  NO.  The dollar amount of your taxes are dependent upon the municipalities, town 
and county, not your reevaluation. 
 
When our property value is raised the tax neutral rate (maintain same dollar amount) is maintained 
by lowering the tax rate. 
When your property value is lowered the tax neutral rate is maintained by raising the tax rate. 
 
EXAMPLE: 
House value            Tax rate                              Tax due 
$200,000  .10  per one hundred              $200 
$250,000  .08 per one hundred              $200  (value raised) 
$150,000  .133 per one hundred              $200  (value lowered)
