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POSTAL ISSUE

In my last “Town
Crier” correspondence to
you in March, I had laid out
our efforts to correct some
postal problems that exist
for many of our residents.

I also asked for your views
on the issue. I now want to
thank you for the many
responses the town received
and to update you on the
postal situation.

Our original con-
tact with the Post Office
was back in October 2009.
However, the District Man-
ager/Lead Executive of the
Mid-Carolinas District, Mr.
David C. Fields Sr., would
not accept phone calls from
me, nor would he give me
an appointment to see him.
Instead, he referred me to a
middle management indi-
vidual named John Hill.

Mr. Hill first gave
me all the reasons why they
probably couldn’t help us
because of the major cost
factor, possibly in the hun-
dreds of thousands of dol-
lars. He further suggested,
if that occurred, we could
contact our political repre-
sentatives.

I reiterated that all
we were asking for was an
additional zip code in our

current post office. Or, as
an alternative, to shift our
delivery to a Carteret
County post office, i.e. Em-
erald Isle.

He responded that
they had to do an investiga-
tive survey and it would be
March 2010 before it would
be completed.

Further communi-
cation was not forth coming
from the Post Office and
our town periodically in-
quired as to what was hap-
pening. Finally, in April,
we were told we would
have a report in early May.
In May we received their
report, which was done
without any communica-
tion with the town or its
residents.

The result of their
study was to allow us to use
the Cape Carteret name
rather than Swansboro in
our address! We had been
“eiven” this “perc” a num-
ber of years ago and the
postal system knows full
well that the zip code is the
controlling factor, not the
town name.

I have placed a copy
of the Postal Systems’ re-
sponse to us and another
copy of my response to

Senator Burr, Senator
Hagan, State Senator Pre-
ston and Representative
McElraft on the website
for your inspection.

Obviously, the
Postal Bureaucracy is not
going to deal with “little
Cape Carteret” and, in
fact, is powerful enough to
ignore the correspondence
received on our behalf
from our federal and state
representatives.

Welcome to the
world of bureaucracy and
politics!

Did You Know...... ?

One inch of rain on one

acre of land equals
28,000 gallons of
water.

e Leaves and limbs must be

in separate piles or they will
not be picked up.

e Limbs cannot be any lar-
ger than six feet long and
six inches in diameter.

e NO trees will be picked

up.

e  Pine needles, straw and
leaves may be put in the
same pile. Pine cones can-
not be in the same pile as
the leaves.

What happens to your limbs and leaves?

You ever wonder
what happens to those limbs
and leaves that the Public
Works Department picks up?
Buddy carries them to the
shop and then transports
them to Newport Landfill.
Then what happens after
that?

CoastalGrow is the
name of organic compost.
It’s made from yard waste
(limbs, leaves, grass clippings)
that is collected at the Tus-
carora Landfill and the New-
port and Grantsboro Trans-
fer Stations.

Compost is an or-
ganic amendment to improve
the chemical, physical and
biological properties of soils.
It is not normally considered
a fertilizer as it is too low in
nutrient content for all plant
nutrient needs. However,

compost has many benefits
for soil improvement and
plant growth.

The process starts
by grinding only clean yard
waste (leaves, limbs, etc.) for
compost. No painted, pres-
sure-treated or creosote
wood is used. After grind-
ing, the material is laid out in
windrows and water is
added. As the windrows are
tended, the internal tempera-
ture of the windrows begins
to increase, killing off weed
seed and other undesirable
matter. As the compost con-
tinues to decompose, the
windrows are kept
moist and turned
weekly to keep the
process going. When
the internal tempera-
ture registers at least
131 degrees for three

consecutive days, the com-
post is ready for the final
step.

Finally, the material
is screened though a machine
known as a trammel screen.
The trammel screen separates
small particles of yard waste
from large particles. The
larger particles are sold as
mulch.

CoastalGrow can be
purchased at sites for $30 per
ton. That’s only 1.5 cents
per pound. What a deal! For
